Incumbent Leeds Mayor James O. Whitfield announces his bid for reelection. “I
believe in steady planned change,” said Whitfield who firmly believes that the future of
Leeds is brightest since 1980. The city is experiencing both economic and residential
growth. Four years have brought to reality new schools, Bass Pro, debt reduction, Grand
River, and economic progress.

“Three new schools in the Leeds City School System are the end result of citizens’
efforts and cooperation among the city, the school board, and private citizen,” said
Whitfield, “I’m dedicated to high standards of safety and excellence in these schools.”

Debt reduction came through hard working local govermnment officials who had the
courage to make decisions that now are benefiting the city. The future is brighter
because decisions were made that brought the hoped for results of a triple-A Bond Rating
along with the expanding possibilities of new industry.

Whitfield supports important upgrade for the Fire/Rescue Department and the Police
Department. He recently closed on grants and actions that added new firemen, new
policemen, a new fire truck, and a new electronic mug shot/fingerprinting system.
Whitfield continues to work with the city council to set aside money in the budget for
police and fire departments. He supports grant writing towards further improvement of
these vital community assets.

2As a full time
mayor, “Tac” has served on the executive board of the Regional Planning Commission since
1997. Currently, he serves as co-chairman of this board. At the same time, he is
chairman of the Regional Planning Commission personnel board. Mayor Whitfield believes
that the professional assets at RPC are an essential aid to small cities.

Mayor Whitfield has served as the deal-closer and a champion for the economic
change in his administration. He continues to work on grants and opportunities that
remain on the drawing board. “With a plan and slow steady progress,” said Whitfield,
“Leeds’ elected officials have leveraged the capital to revitalize the city. Barber and
Bass Pro are in place.
